The Creek Indians, the most important native peopie of
Muskogi lineage- comprised a series of local tribal leagues in
the days of De Soto and succeeded in keeping out the white
settlers for many years.

This scene shows a typical Indian village with their
primitive mode of living, the colorful wigwams and the bril-
liant campfires. Into the village comes a breathless scout
with news that pale face men are near. It is the exploring
party of Hernando De Soto in 153). The pipe of peace is
smoked—the Spanish flag is unturled and the land claimed
in the name of Spain. According to Pickett’s History of Ala-
bama the Spanish brought hogs and they multiplied with
great rapidity. It was De Soto’s custom to present the hogs
to the Indians and thus was the origin of hogs among the
Indians established.

EPISODE 7—“EARLY CHURCHES” i

The growth of the chuzches in Dothan kept pace with
her economic and intellectual development—from the early
days, when the Methodist Circuit rider and poineer Baptist
minister followed the winding sandy roads of the wiregrass
region and organized Sunday Schools and churches in the
primitive settlements.

These two faiths were the pioneer organizations in Do-
than. The first Methodist services were held in a black-
smith’s shop or’ under brush arbors. Reverend J. K. Powell
was the first intinerant preacher ever to live in Dothan. Un-
til 1886 there was no regular church building but a crude
building served as a meeting place for all denominations
and a schoolhouse as well.

In 1886 Brother J. C. Skipper, a Baptisi Minister, or-
ganized the First Baptist Church of Dothan and became ita
pastor. And so began the easly church life of Dothan which
hasﬂ}'\ad a steady growth ever since and played its part in
the life and moulding of its citizens.
